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In 2002, President
Bush announced the

creation of the New Freedom
Commission on Mental Health and declared,
“Our country must make a commitment.
Americans with mental illness deserve our
understanding and they deserve excellent care.”

The Commission was charged to study the
mental health service delivery system, and to
make recommendations that would enable
adults with serious mental illness and children
with serious emotional disturbance to live,
work, learn and participate fully in their
communities.

After a year of study,
research reviews and testi-
monials, the Commission
recently released their
Final Report entitled
“Achieving the Promise:
Transforming Mental
Health Care in America.”
The Vision Statement is
compelling for all of us:

“We envision a future when
everyone with a mental illness
will recover, a future when men-
tal illness can be prevented or cured, a future
when mental illnesses are detected early, and a
future when everyone with a mental illness at any
stage of life has access to effective treatment and
supports - essential for living, working, and par-
ticipating fully in the community.”
